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UPDATE ON PROPOSED ACT SOLAR FACILITY
Minister for Energy, Simon Corbell, has advised that the ACT Government will soon be calling for expressions of interest in the proposed ACT solar facility.
The facility will have a minimum capacity of 80,000 megawatt hours per annum, which would produce enough power for at least 10,000 homes in the ACT.
“The ACT Government will soon be calling for expressions of interest for an ACT Solar Farm following a recent successful industry consultation session,” Mr Corbell said.
“The Government has already pledged $30 million for the project, but how that will be spent has not yet been decided.”
Mr Corbell added, “This project will further the ACT's goal to become the solar capital of Australia.”
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
