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JACKA PUBLIC BALLOT 

1. The Ballot Conditions are to be read in conjunction with
the documents forming part of the Ballot Pack, including
the Key Dates and Requirements, SLA Privacy Policy,
and Block Selection Appointment Checklist.

2. The land to be released via the Ballot:

(a) consists of 217 single residential blocks;

4. SLA may, and reserves the right to, amend, update or
replace the Online Registration Form and the
documents contained in the Ballot Pack, including but
not limited to the time or dates stated in the Key Dates
and Requirements.

5. SLA will use reasonable endeavors to make the
amended, updated or replaced Online Registration
Form or document(s) contained in the Ballot Pack
available:

(b) if the amendment, update, or replacement

11. Following the submission of Your Registration, you will
be allocated a Unique ID Number, which will be sent to
the email address provided in Your Registration.

12. If you intend to register:

(b) as a corporate entity (a company), Your

(i) you warrant the information contained in
Your Registration is accurate, complete and
true in every respect;

(ii) you warrant having read the Ballot
Conditions prior to submitting Your
Registration; and

(iii) agree to comply with the Ballot Conditions;
and

(d) giving false or misleading information is a serious
offence.

14. Your Registration can be cancelled, refused, or rejected
by SLA, if:

(a) you are not eligible to participate in the Ballot;

(b) you are a Related Party to another Registrant;

(c) you are in default of any of the Ballot Conditions;

(d) you are in default or fail to satisfy any requirement
of any document contained in the Ballot Pack;

(e) Your Registration is incomplete or contains

(b) your personal details, as stated in Your Registration,

(c) you will not be able to change your personal details as

32. If at any time, SLA becomes aware that your personal details
contained in Your Registration do not match your personal
details stated in your Identification Documents, SLA may
cancel, refuse, or reject your participation in the Ballot.

33. If SLA determines that a Block Selection Appointment

37. SLA cannot guarantee that your first preference for a
Block will be available at the time of your Block
Selection Appointment.

38. Block Selection Appointments will continue to be held
until the earlier of the following:

(a) upon each Registrant who was offered a Block
Selection Appointment having had the
opportunity to select a Block or has been
excluded from the Ballot; and

(b) there being no Blocks available for selection from
the Block List.

39. If:

(a) the Block Selection Appointments have been
held; and

(b) the Block List has not been exhausted,

SLA may, at SLA’s sole and unfettered discretion, offer 
any available Blocks to the next ranked Registrants in 
the Ballot Draw until there are no longer any Blocks 
available for selection from the Block List. 

40. SLA reserves the right, in SLA’s absolute and
unfettered discretion, and without reason, to cancel the
Block Selection Appointments at any time.

FIRST GRANT CONTRACT 

41. Only the personal details of the person(s) or company
named in Your Registration will be inserted in the First
Grant Contract.

42. You will not be permitted to change, add, or substitute
the personal details inserted in the First Grant Contract.

43. If the Block Selection Appointment is not held in-person, and
only following payment of the Deposit:

(a) the Appointed Legal Advisor will prepare the First
Grant Contract and arrange for it to be sent to you or
your solicitor.

(b) you must duly sign and return the First Grant Contract
within two (2) Working Days of either you or your
solicitor having received the First Grant Contract; and

(c) you irrevocably authorise and direct the Appointed
Legal Advisor to exchange the First Grant Contract
upon receipt of your duly signed First Grant Contract.

PAYMENT OF DEPOSIT 

44. If the Block Selection Appointment is held in-person, the
Deposit may be paid by:

55. You acknowledge the Crown lease granted under the
First Grant Contract will be subject to a restriction on
transfer pursuant to section 298 of the Planning Act.

STAMP DUTY 

56. You acknowledge you may be liable to pay stamp duty
on the First Grant Contract.

COMMUNICATION 

57. All correspondence or queries relating to the Ballot
should be directed to SLA.

DISCLAIMERS 

58. SLA makes no representation or warranty regarding the
following:

(a) your eligibility to purchase land in the Ballot;

(b) if you are eligible, that you will have the
opportunity to select a Block at your Block
Selection Appointment; or

(c) if you selected at the Block Selection
Appointment:

(i) the condition or state of repair of the Block;

(ii) the suitability of the Block; or

(iii) the terms of the Crown lease for the Block.

59. Nothing in the Ballot Pack will be construed to create
any binding agreement or contract (express or implied)
between you or your agent and SLA.

60. You acknowledge and agree:

(a) not having relied upon any statement,
representation, promise, warranty or conduct
made, given or offered by SLA or its Appointed
Legal Advisor, or any other person or agent on
behalf of SLA;

(b) upon exchange of the First Grant Contract, the First
Grant Contract constitutes the entire agreement
between you and SLA, and supersedes any prior other
agreement or arrangement relating to the Ballot and/or
the purchase of land in the Ballot;

(c) any statement, representation, promise, warranty or
conduct made, given or offered by SLA or its
Appointed Legal Advisor, or any other person or agent

(b) works, plans or other costs incurred by you in relation
to the Ballot, or the First Grant Contract;

(c) any contractual, quasi contractual or restitution
grounds;

(d) your access and use of SLA Website;

(e) any technical or administrative error in any electronic
system used for the Ballot, the Ballot Draw or the
Online Registration Form;

(f) any other legal or equitable basis; or

(g) your participation in the Ballot, including without
limitation, instances where SLA exercises its rights
under the Ballot Conditions.
